3. How many transactions did you complete last year?

4. Will you negotiate your fees?

5. Will you list for the price I suggest or will you tell me what you feel is the realistic price at which my house will sell?

6.  How long have you been a full-time Realtor?

7. To what boards and associations do you belong?

8. Have you earned your GRI? (Are you a Graduate of the Realtor Institute?)
9. Who covers for you when you are not available?

10. How many clients are you actively working with right now?

11. What placement does your web page get on the major search engines?

12. Please give me the names and numbers of the last 3 lenders and the last 3 title attorneys with whom you’ve worked.

13. Can I pick my own inspectors?

14. What separates you from other agents?

15. Please talk to me about what type and frequency of communication I can expect.
